The Necronomicon is primarily known to the general public due to the writings of Howard
Phillips Lovecraft. The word "necronomicon” is actually the title of a greek translation made
around 950 A.D. by Theodoras Philetas from an original Arabic manuscript.A Latin version of the greek
translation was made by Olaus Wormius in 1228 A.D. The original Arabic title of the work was
"Kitab al Azif* which can be roughly translated as The Book of the Howlings of the Desert Jinn (or
demons). The name, "necronomicon®, which the Latin version retains, means something like things
pmainin;totbewnoau,puaieaor laws of the dead. Nekros being Latin for "dead” and nomos
tne:ninﬁ the customs, practice or law". The original writer was supposed to have been an Arab named
Abdul al Hazrad who supposedly died around 738 A.D. in Damascus. Death was due to being torn apart
in the street by unseen entities. name is probably mistranslation since no self-respecting Arab would
have such a name.

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NOTES ON PRONOUNCIATION

WB CANNOT BE absolutely sure how Sumerian and Akkadian were spoken; but many use
ful guidelines are available to the student, including the translated tablets found all over Mesopotamia.
Basically, we can offer the following principles which should prove of value in reciting the foreign
language instructions:

Vowels

aasin "father"

e as in "whey"

1as in "antique”

o as in "boat" (but rarely found)
u as in "zulu"

Consonants

Most are basically the same as in English. The Sumerians did not have an alphabet as we know it,
but they had developed a syllabry, very much like the Japenese "Kana" script of today. In honetic
transliterations, thggugli:z spcaug s?ught to approximfteen the Sumerian pgonou:f:lx':{ion.PHowevcr,
there are a few sounds which English does not possess, and which have been put into phonetic
variations. Important examples below:

x as in the German "ach"

ch (same as above)

qas in "liKe"

k (same as above)

sh as in "shall"

ss as in, perhaps, "lasso"; a hissing "s" common to Arabic languages
z as in "lotS"; a hard "ts” sound, not quite as in "zoo"

Rcmcmber, in the translations which follow, every letter must be pronounced. There are no
schwas or silent syllables in Sumerian, Hence, KIA is pronounced "keeya"; "KAIMANU" is
pronounced "ka-ce-mah-nu" or, if spoken rapidly, the two initial vowell sounds slur onto "kigh"
rhyming with "high".

The incantations should be carefully and slowv}" at first, to familiarize oneself with the tongue-
twisting phrases. A mistake may provefatal to the Work.
